has really served to advance the gospel."
When | face problems joyfully
It (vs. 13)

(VS. 15-18)
Paul's response to his critics:

"But what does it matter? THE IMPORTANT THING is that in
every way, whether from false motives or true, Christ is preached.
And because of this | rejoice." (vs. 18)

"In everything you do, put God first, and he will direct you and
crown your efforts with success.” Prov. 3:6 (LB)

Paul's source of strength:

"... L will continue to rejoice, for I know that through your prayers
and the help given by the Spirit of Jesus Christ, what has
happened to me will turn out for my deliverance. | eagerly expect
and hope that I will in no way be ashamed ..."
